Report from District 7: The District Seven Advisory Committee submitted a proposal called “Principles of Peace”. The six-paragraph document might be distributed to the listserv by Eve Lyman. The motion on that was not clear. For the purposes of the notes, because there were not copies for everyone, I have included the summary paragraph of the document.

Therefore: we urge you to join us in refusing to participate in any “anti-war” demonstration or initiative that does not express as its central planks (1) a demand that Congress cut the military budget, limiting the core mission of the military services to peace-keeping under UN authority and global disaster relief; and, because peace will only be realized in a climate of justice, (2) a demand that our government develop domestic and foreign policies designed to create economic justice and peace throughout the world, and (3) a demand that our government develop the will to dismantle the racist and classist structures that hold white supremacy and its controlling oligarchy firmly in place in this country and the world.

There were 4 different motions set forward. The final motion agreed upon:
